RECOGNITION: United States Equestrian Federation, United Stated Dressage Federation, Virginia
Dressage Association.

OTHER:

Management reserves the right to add or divide classes, add or substitute judges, or make any

changes required by circumstances.

Riders may substitute horses once they have entered only in the classes they were entered and a

new entry form will be required.

Farrier, Veterinarian, and Paramedic will be on grounds. All emergency numbers will be posted

in the Show Office and near the pay phones.

Numbers must be worn at all time when the horse is out of their stall.

Proper headgear must be worn at all times when on horseback.

Minors who do not have a valid driver's license that allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the

state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but

not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of
licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described
motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver's license. Violations
of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) who are
responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s),
guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and
charges being filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and
other mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.



HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:

Understanding that horse sports may be hazardous and dangerous, even leading to permanent injury
or death, each owner, rider, spectator, and other participant assumes any and all risk of loss or injury
and agrees to hold harmless, regardless of negligent acts or omissions, the Virginia Dressage
Association, the Virginia Horse Center, the show management, show committee, and all show
personnel. It is further understood that each participating rider, trainer, owner, their heirs and assigns
agree to release, indemnify and hold harmless USDF, USEF, its instructors, officers, directors, agents
and volunteers from and against any and all loss, liability or damage arising from or because of, or in
connection with, participation in the competition or related activities.
